Abstract

The title of Liu Chunhuan's doctoral dissertation is “A Comparative Study of
the Content and Methods of Aesthetic Education in China and Kyrgyzstan”,
supervised by Professor Nurbubu asipova, Doctor of Education.

1. The relevance of the topic of the paper.

In the context of globalization, comparative studies have become increasingly
important, facilitating the exchange of experiences and cooperation between different
countries in the field of education systems. China and Kyrgyzstan, as neighbors in
Central Asia, each have unique education systems, which are influenced by various
factors such as socio-economic, cultural environment, policies and educational
philosophies, and are reflected in the different educational directions received by the
younger generation. It can be seen that in the educational framework of both
countries, aesthetic education occupies a pivotal position.

Aesthetic education is not only the cultivation of artistic skills, but also the
development of aesthetic emotion, creativity and humanistic qualities, which has a
profound impact on the overall spiritual development of students. Therefore, the
comparative study of the content and methods of aesthetic education in China and
Kyrgyzstan will not only contribute to the development of educational exchanges and
cooperation between the two countries, but also help both sides learn from each
other's advantages and further optimize the channels of aesthetic education and youth
training.

In recent years, the Chinese government has paid more and more attention to

aesthetic education. On September 15, 2015, the General Office of the State Council
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issued the “Opinions on Comprehensively Strengthening and Improving Aesthetic
Education in Schools”, pointing out that aesthetic education is an important means to
promote the modernization of the socialist system and cultivating talents. In 2018, in
terms of aesthetic education curriculum construction, in the compulsory education
stage, 93.50% of the provinces, autonomous regions and municipalities directly under
the central government had a total of 9.00% of the total number of music and art
courses stipulated by the state; at the high school education level, 92.10% of the
schools in the country are able to offer 6 credits of compulsory art courses; 75.70% of
the country’s secondary vocational education schools include art courses in the public
basic compulsory courses, and guarantee 72 class hours; 84.60% of colleges and
universities in the country offer public art courses to all students.

At the same time, Kyrgyzstan has made positive progress in aesthetic education.
According to UNESCO's Global Education Monitoring Report 2017, Kyrgyzstan has
increased its investment in arts education and implemented a series of aesthetic
education projects aimed at improving citizens' aesthetic literacy throughout the
country.

The practical significance of this topic is reflected in the current theoretical
and practical problems, which are manifested in the following contradictions:
- The contradiction between the global development trend in the field of education
and culture and the lack of comparative analysis of aesthetic education research in the
two countries;

- The contradiction between the rich experience accumulated by China and
Kyrgyzstan in the aesthetic education of the younger generation and the lack of
relevant specialized research;

- The contradiction between the rapid development of modern educational
technology and the relative delay of its applied research on aesthetic education for

primary and secondary school students;
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- The contradiction between the content, methods and evaluation system of
aesthetic education, which needs to be modernized urgently, and the lack of in-depth
research on its actual situation, etc.

These contradictions reveal an important question, whose core is to discuss: what
lessons can we learn from existing practice to improve aesthetic education for primary

and secondary school students in China and Kyrgyzstan?

2. The relationship between the topic of the paper and the main scientific

planning and the main scientific research work carried out

The study was carried out within the framework of important national planning,
such as the National Development Strategy of the Kyrgyz Republic for 2018-2040,
Presidential Decree No. 1 of the President of the Kyrgyz Republic of 29 January 2021
“On the Development of Spiritual, Moral and Physical Literacy of the Individual”, in
accordance with the development strategy of the Kyrgyzstan State University named
after J. Balasagyna, which aims to create a modern and innovative path for the
development of the education system and gradually promote the integration of the
Kyrgyz State University into the global field of education and research.

3. The purpose of the research is to characterize the similarities and
differences in the field of aesthetic education, on the basis of a comparative analysis
of the current state, and to determine the main directions for the improvement, content
and methods of aesthetic education in China and Kyrgyzstan.

4. The research objectives:

1. To determine the historical, cultural and scientific-theoretical prerequisites

for aesthetic education in China and Kyrgyzstan.

2. To reveal the methodological significance of the comparative approach in the

aesthetic education of the two countries.
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3. In order to innovatively enrich the content of school aesthetic education, to
determine the similarities and differences in this direction of education.

4. To determine the main directions and the prospects for the development of
aesthetic education in China and Kyrgyzstan.

5. The method of research is based on a comparative analysis of aesthetic
education in China and Kyrgyzstan, the method of theoretical analysis and synthesis
used in the work, empirical methods of information collection, study of educational
documentation, study of best practices, etc.

6. The scientific novelty of the research consists in the fact that:

1. On the basis of a retrospective comparative analysis of the historical and
cultural background of aesthetic education in China and Kyrgyzstan, and taking into
account modern achievements in the field of aesthetic education, the historical,
cultural and scientific-theoretical prerequisites for aesthetic education in China and
Kyrgyzstan are determined.

2. Based on the logic of the dissertation, the methodological significance of the
comparative approach in the study of the problems of aesthetic education in the two
countries is revealed.

3. By taking into account the development of modern innovative trends, the
ways of improving the content of school aesthetic education are determined,and the
similarities and differences in the aesthetic education of secondary schools in China
and Kyrgyzstan are revealed.

4. In the context of globalization and integration into the world educational
space, the further ways of cooperation in the field of aesthetic education of the two

countries have been determined.

7. The practical significance of the results obtained consists in:
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- in determining the ways of professional cooperation in the field of aesthetic
education between the two countries, which has broad prospects;

- popularization of the method of comparative analysis in joint research in the
field of aesthetic education;

- in the development of a general strategy for updating the content of aesthetic
education of schoolchildren, by studying the achievements of the folk experience of
education;

- in revealing the ways of applying achievements in the field of aesthetic
education and expanding joint research in various areas of education and upbringing.

8. The main provisions and results of the dissertation work submitted for
defense:

1. From the point of view of theoretical significance, aesthetic education not
only plays an important role in the formation of an individual’s aesthetic perception of
the world around him or her, but also performs an important function in increasing the
national consciousness of citizens and the formation of both states of personalities for
spiritual health and moral mature. The said function of aesthetic education is due to
the fact that it affects the deepest ideas of a person about spiritual beauty and extends
to his or her attitude to everything beautiful.

2. Under the background of globalization, the rapid development of NTP,
information and communication technologies requires purposeful innovative
enrichment of the content and methods of school aesthetic education, by taking into
account the aesthetic education achievements of different states( China and
Kyrgyzstan).

3. From a methodological point of view, the most important guideline is a

comparative approach to the study of pedagogical phenomena, in particular, in
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identifying the advantages and best practices in the field of aesthetic education in
neighboring friendly states.

4. In the context of globalization, the intensification of comparative research in
the field of aesthetic education not only contributes to the enrichment of the theory
and practice of aesthetic education and the introduction of innovations and modern
technologies in educational practice, but also be considered as one of the important
ways to preserve national and cultural values and form the national and cultural
identity of students.

9. The personal contribution of the doctoral student to the problem under
study is that ,at the theoretical level, the historical and cultural aspects of aesthetic
education in China and Kyrgyzstan are revealed, which can serve as a scientific and
theoretical basis for the study of general problems of aesthetic education; at the
practical level, it provides rich empirical material to determine the similarities and
differences in the content and methods of teaching, which can serve as a scientific and
methodological basis for subsequent research.

10. Approbation of the results of the dissertation. The main provisions and
conclusions of the dissertation were presented at the scientific and practical
conference, which was held on August 23. in Bishkek.
