The level of satisfaction with the provision of innovative interactive methods varies depending on
the students’ academic year. Specifically, 44.9% of first-year students, 40.7% of second-year
students, 39.9% of third-year students, and 37.8% of fourth-year students rated this aspect as
“neutral ”. Meanwhile, the majority of fifth-year students (48.6%) provided a positive response,
indicating that "satisfied" was the dominant answer. Overall, satisfaction with the provision of
innovative interactive methods is at a «neutral» level. Therefore, the institution should focus on
further developing and improving innovative and interactive teaching methods (see the graphic).

Satisfaction trends regarding the opportunities of student mobility exchange programs show some
differences among respondents. Specifically, 48.2%-46.9% of college and undergraduate students
rated these opportunities as “neutral”, whereas 50.9%-46.8% of master’s and PhD students
provided a positive evaluation, selecting “satisfactory. ” This indicates that students in college and
undergraduate programs express a need for expanding exchange and mobility program
opportunities (Graphic).

Satisfaction trends regarding opportunities for learning foreign languages vary depending on the
respondents’ academic year. Specifically, students in their 1st and 5th years predominantly
provided positive responses, with 47.3%-53.2% indicating that they are “satisfied.” In contrast,
students in their 2nd, 3rd, and 4th years showed a relatively «neutral» level of satisfaction, falling
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within the “neutral ” range (41.5%, 39.7%, 39.6%). Additionally, dissatisfaction or negative trends
were more pronounced among 3rd- and 4th-year students (30.6%-32.9%) (Graph).

Other faculties with notable percentages included
the Institute of Journalism and Communication (36.3%), Institute of Computer Technologies and
Artificial Intelligence (39.8%), and Institute of Targeted Training of Pedagogical Personnel named
after 1.

The institutes and faculties with a high satisfaction level regarding career events include the
Faculty of Humanities and Natural Sciences in Talas (Kyzyladyr village), which stands out with
an impressive 81.1%. Additionally, the Law College (53.1%), the Institute of History and Regional
Studies (52.2%), and the Faculty of Kyrgyz Philology (49.6%) achieved notable satisfaction levels.
Among the institutes and faculties that rated career events at a neutral level are the Faculty of
Humanities and Natural Sciences in Naryn (52.6%) and the Faculty of Humanities and Natural
Sciences in Osh (47.5%), as well as the Institute of Journalism and Communication (46.9%), the
Faculty of Geography, Ecology, and Tourism (45.0%), the Faculty of Mathematics and Computer
Science (44.0%), the Institute of Computer Technologies and Artificial Intelligence (43.8%), the
Institute of Targeted Training of Pedagogical Personnel named after 1. Isamidinov (42.9%), the
Higher School of Economics (42.0%), the Kyrgyz-European Faculty (41.1%), the Professional
College (38.3%), and the Faculty of Biology (38.9%). The negative evaluation "dissatisfied" is
extremely low or minimal. However, among the higher percentages are the Faculty of Chemistry
and Chemical Technology (45.9%) and the Faculty of Foreign Languages (37.7%) (see the table).

During the research, specific questions were posed to examine the trends in student satisfaction
with regard to the scientific library of our institution. The availability of materials (books, journals,
etc.) was rated at 41.2%, while the accessibility of electronic library materials was rated at 40.8%,
both reflecting an “neutral ” level of satisfaction.In terms of working hours, the satisfaction level
was 44.1%, and the availability of reading rooms was 39.8%.The service culture of the library staff
received a rating of 42.9%, reflecting a higher percentage of positive responses regarding
satisfaction (Graphic).

The highest percentage of respondents who rated the university reading rooms as “neutral ” was
recorded in the Faculty of Geography, Ecology, and Tourism — 51.9%, the Institute of Social and
Humanitarian Sciences — 46.9%, the Faculty of Mathematics and Computer Science — 45.8%, the
Faculty of Biology — 45.7%, and the Faculty of Russian and Slavic Philology — 44.1%. The lowest
percentage of “neutral” evaluations was given to the International College — 37.0%. Among
respondents who positively rated the reading rooms as “satisfied,” the Higher School of Economics
received the highest percentage — 55.0%. The Institute of Management and Business named after
A. Asanova scored 51.8%, the Kyrgyz-Chinese Institute received 48.4%, and the Faculty of
Medicine achieved 48.6%. The Faculty of Humanities and Natural Sciences in Talas (village of
Kyzyladyr) received the highest positive evaluation at 78.3%. Overall, the highest satisfaction
level regarding the reading rooms was recorded in the Faculty of Humanities and Natural Sciences
in Talas, while the Faculty of Geography, Ecology, and Tourism led in neutral ratings (see the
table).

of International Relations and Oriental Studies (44.7%). The percentage of students who rated
heating in classrooms as “neutral” was high in the following faculties and institutes: Institute of
Social and Humanitarian Sciences (36.9%), Institute of Computer Technologies and Atrtificial
Intelligence (40.7%), Institute of Targeted Training of Pedagogical Personnel named after I.
Isamidinov (49.4%), Faculty of Geography, Ecology, and Tourism (43.5%), Faculty of Humanities
and Natural Sciences in Naryn (43.9%), and International College (40.7%). The percentage of
students who rated heating in classrooms as “satisfied ” was highest in the following faculties and
institutes: Faculty of Medicine (69.4%), Law College (61.7%), Faculty of Humanities and Natural
Sciences in Talas (village of Kyzyladyr) (76.4%), Faculty of Kyrgyz Philology (58.2%), Kyrgyz-
Japanese Institute (56.9%), Law Institute (47.7%), Institute of History and Regional Studies
(47.3%), Faculty of Humanities and Natural Sciences in Karakol (47.8%), Faculty of Humanities
and Natural Sciences in Osh (48.8%), Faculty of Public and Municipal Administration (49.3%),
Kyrgyz-Chinese Institute (44.4%), Faculty of Russian and Slavic Philology (44.9%), Faculty of
Foreign Languages (44.8%), Professional College (42.2%), and Institute of Management and
Business named after A. Asanova (40.9%) (see the table).

— 39.1%, International College — 45.9%.These findings indicate that the sanitary and hygienic
conditions in these faculties do not meet students' expectations (see the table).

Across institutes and faculties, 44.8% of respondents rated the equipment of laboratories with
necessary facilities as "neutral”. However, in some faculties, the satisfaction level was relatively
lower. Specifically, in the Faculty of Chemistry and Chemical Technology, 55.0% of respondents
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stated that they were “dissatisfied ” with the laboratory equipment. This finding highlights the need
for improvements in laboratory conditions within this faculty (see the table).

These findings indicate the
need for improvements in the accessibility and quality of information on the website, particularly
at the faculty level (see the table).

At the Faculty of
Humanities and Natural Sciences in Osh, 40.0% of respondents rated it as ‘“dissatisfied”,
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indicating serious challenges in securing dormitory accommodation. These findings highlight the

need to review the university's dormitory allocation policies across faculties (see the table).

Among the survey respondents, 41.2% rated the availability of medical services as “neutral ”,
indicating a “neutral ” perception of university healthcare accessibility. However, students from
the Kyrgyz-European Faculty expressed the highest level of dissatisfaction, with 44.7% rating it
as “dissatisfied”. This suggests significant concerns regarding the availability or quality of
medical services at this faculty (see the table).

According to the survey results, the proportion of positive responses is high — 46.8% of students
rated their satisfaction as “satisfied ”.

The learning experience and study conditions are generally perceived as
satisfactory. Key satisfaction factors include education quality, student life, and available
opportunities (see the table).
